Introduction

The Town of Huntington has experienced substantial population growth during the past
two decades. While other communities in Chittenden County have seen even more rapid
expansion, it is likely that there will be an ever increasing demand for new housing in
Huntington. Commercial development may also be just around the corner.

Huntington would like to ensure that future development is made in accordance with the
1995 Town Plan, which expresses the common goals and concerns of our town's
residents. Therefore, new development must fit into the rural character of the town and
maintain its scenic beauty. It must also be scaled to avoid putting undue strain on the
school system, town roads or other town services. New developments must provide safe
& environmentally sound water and waste disposal systems.

We encourage applicants for subdivision to review the Huntington Town Plan, as well as
the Zoning and Subdivision Regulations before submitting a proposal. This application
does not include all of the necessary information you will need to know in order to go
through the subdivision approval process.

Application Process

Once the Planning Commission receives an application, the three-step application process
begins:

1. The project will be scheduled for Sketch Plan Review at the next available Planning
Commission meeting. Please refer to the Subdivision Regulations Section 150.1 to be sure
that all information is available for this meeting.

2. There will be a Preliminary Review, to which all adjoining landowners will be
invited, and the plan will be reviewed in greater detail.

3. At the Final Review stage, a public hearing will be called and announced in the
newspaper. Concerns will be discussed and final details will be worked out. If the plan is
not approved at this time, it may be revised and resubmitted at a later date.
