The meeting began at 7:05 pm; chaired by Everett Marshall.
Public Comment: No public was present.

The Commission discussed the regs revisions and moving forward. What would be the role of Tom
Bailey now that the hearing has been held and the grant report can be filed? Written comments from
the public will be compiled into the spreadsheet that was made at the meeting. Who would do this?

Bailey had submitted an invoice.

Joe Segale said that Bailey had done a great job getting the regs to this point. He said that the regs
were 80% there. He said that he would like to approach the document methodically, taking a
deliberative approach, section by section.

Mark Smith noted that without Bailey, the Commission would need to take more ownership. Smith
noted that Bailey had provided a “good foundation.” He said that he would like to look at the Town
Plan and its initiatives. He stated to “finish the regs and then move on.” Furthermore, he said that the
public meeting was a good meeting — people cared. Intelligent comments were made. He also
commented, “No one was out to diminish this Board.”

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Regulations Revision:
The Commission reviewed written comments received by May 13 and entered them on the
spreadsheet: Debbie Worthley, Jeanine Carr, Dave Brautigam, Barbara Elliott

Salient points of the discussion included:

1, Village A district - comments state that the proposed regs for the village is too prescriptive (glazing)
and/or too loose (no DRB review of most uses);

. what is a rural village is in the eye of the beholder as regards open spaces between buildings;

. discussion of minimum/maximum stories in the village (senior housing); \

. A/B village — does it make sense?;

. What is the vision for the village?

. Did FBC start with a vision?

. FBC is a template, but it is not the only templte;

. people didn’t like the “urban” design of FBC;

. HPC members want to investigate rural code — village and protecting the village;

The Commission met with Tom Bailey to wrap up the grant expenses.
Everett Marshall explained that the Commission wanted to move forward slowly and would probably
want to “work on it by ourselves.” He expressed concern with payment for Bailey as the grant funds and

some of the budget had been used up. Bailey had given the Commission a lot of good ideas.

Segale said to Bailey that the Commission had had him to rely on and, as a result, “we don’t know this
[document] as well.”

Bailey offered to explain the sections, if the Commission wanted clarification.

After a couple more minutes of discussion, Bailey left the meeting.

The Commission then summarized the discussion. Smith talked about wanting resolution with Bailey.
He summarized Bailey's work, calling it “foundational,” and talked about the extra effort that Bailey had
put in. Segale responded that Bailey was a consultant and had provided a deliverable. He is not a
member of the Commission.

Bailey will be contacted and invited to submit an invoice for the entire work done to date. Smith
ACTION ITEM: Racht will ask Bailey to resubmit his bill to include the evening’s meeting.

ACTION ITEM: Smith will write a letter to Bailey and circulate it to the commission.

ACTION ITEM: Marshall with contact Bailey and recap meeting.
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Discussion of summer work, plus anticipated completion of work on regs. A November deadline was
discussed.

MOTION: Mark Smith moved to pay Tom Bailey for the work done, plus the trip out tonight; seconded
by Terry Ryan. Approved unanimously.

Member Business: Smith informed the HPC that he had met with the DRB about a project at
Windekind Farm.

The Commission discussed meeting once per month in the summer. The next meeting will be June 22,

Adjournment: Terry Ryan moved to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Mark Smith The vote was
unanimous. The Commission adjourned the meeting at 9:05 pm.
