Roman Livak called the meeting to order at 7:04.

The Huntington Volunteer Fire Department presented the proposal to replace its 1977
International Pumper Truck with the following comments:

The Department can replace the truck without increasing its budget over last year. The
department hasn’t increased the budget in the past 6 years. The budget will remain at
about 2.9% of the total tax rate.

The new truck will carry 1,800 gallons of water, an increase of 505 in the amount of
water the Department can immediately bring to a fire. The new truck will be able to
carry an additional firefighter.

The old truck is in need of constant repairs and no longer can carry water since the tank is
beyond fixing. The front end is not repairable since parts are not available. The old truck
will be sold and parts probably used for other purposes. Means of financing above the
bond value are not certain, but the Cleveland Trust will be part of the equation.

However, the Department does not want to seriously delete that resource. The intent
remains that the Department budget will continue to be level funded even with the
purchase of a new truck.
