FEMA process is progressing nicely.

Camel’s Hump Road closure is active. Equipment
for repair is coming to remove trees by the end of
the week. Prices for the repair work for the big
slide were:

Tatro $98,800. Palin and Scott were “No Bid”.

Alger would like to have Tatro do the job as he has
the proper equipment.

The day for Camel’s Hump Road re-opening is set
for 10/1/2011.

Alger reported that there have been complaints
about folks not paying attention to the ROAD
CLOSED signs posted. They have been
vandalized and ignored as have the flaggers. Alger
claims that the State Police can be involved and
will be notified. Residents have also notified Alger
that the road closure signs have been ignored. On
the last weekend, Alger stated that some eighty
cars went past the signs.

Main Road slide located south of 9220 Main Rd. is
scheduled for repairs.

Bids came in from three companies.
1. J. Scott $38,212.50,
2. J. Palin. $46,300,
3. Tatro Co. $47,500.

Alger is hoping to have this job done by Friday.

Main Road slide south of Carse Road, 250° from
dry hydrant, north.

Three bids were received for this job.
1. John Scott, no bid as yet, is coming,
2..J. Palin, $95,800,
3. Tatro $98,000.

Main Road Culvert near Hinesburg Hollow Rd. has
hit a permitting problem. Estimated time for permit
is middle of October, 2011 and estimated time of
work to begin is November, 2011. Estimated time
for work to be

completed will be May or June of 2011.

Moody Road project is completed. Paperwork
submitted to Lambert. Finished price, $15,882.00.

Main Road boring has been canceled until 10/11
and 12, 2011. Holiday weekend, Alger will call and
get a new work date.

Fall culvert/ditching plan. Road crews will work
on Texas Hill Road beginning 10/26/2011.

The Town of Hinesburg has a roadside mower for
sale which is the same machine as ours. Alger
would like to purchase it for spare parts for our
mower, which was purchased at the same time as
Hinesburg’s.

VLCT (Vermont League of Cities and Towns) has
sent out flyers to various town officials and
employees listing educational opportunities.
Christiansen states that he would like all that can,
should take classes that are germane to their lines
of employment, if possible.

A driveway permit has been submitted b y Natalie
Czar of Bert White Road. Alger has approved with
the recommendation of 24” culvert and 30° long.
Permit is $32.00.

Ed Hanson introduced himself to the Select Board
as our newly hired Zoning Administrator. He
presented his documentation and contract for the
Board to sign. Questions and explanations of
contract were discussed. It was advised that the
contract be for three years, until September 16,

Extension of interim contract for Town
Administrator was presented. Lambert was willing
to extend his current contract until possibly May or
June 0f 2012. He will also help in finding a new
Town Administrator along with other suggestions
and venues for same. It was suggested that VLCT
offers a service for employee searching for a fee of
between $2,500 and $4,000. The Select Board will
take that under advisement.

Town Office Building exterior repair has been
tabled until next meeting.

Rissacher is looking for some statistics concerning
salary information for employees of towns. It was
suggested that the website for VLCT might have
such information available.

A letter has been received from Mack Riddick
concerning the 2010 Ancient Roads project. Her
attorney needs to know the outcome of that project
for a title search.

The Municipal Planning Grant Contact
appointment was mentioned. Ed Wildman was our
contact person.

A motion was made for Hank Lambert to be
authorized and directed to oversee and manage the
2011 Vermont Municipal Planning Grant on behalf
of the Town of Huntington, including drawing
down funds, executing consultant contracts and
acting in all other manner as is prudent, in his
judgment.
